His goal is to not only
accurately represent the specific tribal facial features, but to capture emotions appropriate to the subject
matter.

He has taught classes for our Capitol Carvers here in Salem. He currently resides in Hillsboro, Oregon and
teaches wood carving at the Valley Art Gallery in Forest Grove.
