What the heck is Kolrosing?

Kolrosing is a very old method of giving fine line surface decora-
tion to wood. It started centuries ago with simply using the tip
of ones' belt knife to make fine decorative cuts - and then rub-
bing coal dust into it to bring out the pattern. The inner bark of
various trees is also traditionally used (barkrosing).

Kolrosing is an old Scandinavian tradition, dating back to Viking
times and was most often used to decorate utilitarian objects,
such as spoons, small bowls or boxes, cups, etc. This is why very
few of the old pieces have sur-

vived - they were meant to be
used.

In Viking times, the designs were

| more geometric or "Celtic" in ori-

gin. These types of designs are

very effective and popular today.
In the Telemark area of Norway, we find designs which show
the influence of rosemaling which use the flower, leaf, and vine
forms. Contemporary kolrosing is not limited to traditional pat-
terns - any design which can be drawn with a pencil can be done
with a kolrosing knife, from simple borders to animal forms.

This is just one of the classes available at the Oregon Woodcarv-
ers Rendezvous.
